Executive Summary

Office

Details on these highlights can be found within specific sections of the First Quarter
2007 State of Downtown Cincinnati report:

Office

The Central Business District (CBD) office vacancy rate remained relatively
unchanged at 19.1 percent in first quarter 2007, down less than a half percent
from fourth quarter 2006 and up only slightly from 18.8 percent in first quarter
2006. For the first time since second quarter of 2006, the CBD experienced a
positive net absorption, led primarily by the leasing of Class A space.

Conventions & Hotels

The Regional Tourism Network (RTN) has announced this year’s Fusion Weekend
schedule to showcase major family-fun events. Visit www.CincinnatiUSA.com for
details. Downtown hotels continued to track positive increases in average
occupancy, marking a +0.8% increase from year-to-date (YTD) 2006.

Residential

First quarter 2007 recorded 17 condominium closings with an average price of
$201,631, according to the Cincinnati Multiple Listing Service (MLS) of the
Cincinnati Area Board of Realtors. Condo closings are down 67 percent from first
quarter 2006, which saw 52 closings at an average price of $317,732.

Arts, Culture and Entertainment

The National Underground Railroad Freedom Center announced that Donald Murphy,
the former National Park Service deputy director, will replace John Pepper as CEO
effective May 1. Pepper will continue as co-chairman of the board.

Access & Parking

DCI surveys all downtown parking garage and lot operators on a quarterly basis. As
of the end of first quarter 2007, there were 35,133 parking spaces in the CBD, with
5,715 monthly spaces available. The average price for an available space in the
CBD increased to $67 per month, up from $64 in fourth quarter 2006.

Retail

During first quarter 2007 six new dining establishments opened downtown. These
new establishments include: Sully’s Restaurant & Saloon, Whiskey Dick’s, Magic
Nails, International Barber Stylists, GolfTEC and Walgreen’s. Fifth Third Bank
announced the first two tenants slated to occupy their renovated street-level retail
spaces adjacent to Fountain Square: the relocation of Jones the Florist and Cadillac
Ranch Rock-N-Country Bar & Girill.

Safe & Clean

The Cincinnati Police Department reported the following YTD statistics (January 1-
March 31, 2007) compared to the same time period in 2006: Part 1 crimes in the
CBD/Riverfront are down 8.8 percent and Part 2 crimes are down 19.9 percent.

Downtown Activity

The leasing of space at The Center at 600 Vine by Cadence Network, Altoria
and other smaller tenants contributed to the overall positive net absorption in
first quarter.
Leasing activity at the Carew Tower includes the Hammond Law Group
expansion into three floors of 18,000 sf and the Cincinnati Magazine rental of
10,720 sf on the second floor.
LPK Kids, the infant to pre-teen division of global design firm LPK, expanded
into 14,000 sf of the Cincinnati Club building at 30 Garfield Place as part of the
company’s continued expansion plans.
Fifth Third Bancorp named Kevin Kabat as its new chief executive, replacing
long-time CEO George Schaefer, Jr.
Full-service independent insurance agency, Schiff, Kreidler-Shell, renewed their
lease for 10-years at 1 W. Fourth St.
Saatchi & Saatchi, one of the largest ad agencies in the world, is transferring
people out of its Cincinnati office just two years after expanding into this
market. Saatchi opened a satellite office in the Chiquita building in early 2005.
Jeffrey and Darlene Anderson have donated a 48,000 sf building at Twelfth
Street and Central Parkway to the FreestoreFoodbank. The center will be ready
for occupancy in spring 2008 and will house the organization’s administrative
offices, as well as its Cincinnati Cooks! culinary training program.
JPMorgan Chase & Co. has agreed to acquire Cincinnati-based mutual fund
services business Integrated Investment Services from Western & Southern
Financial Group. Integrated Investment employs about 100 people in Cincinnati.
The merger of Focusmark Group LLC and downtown-based Freedman Gibson &
White has created Focus/FGW, a full-service advertising agency that is now the
region’s fifth-largest. The new company will be headquartered at Freedman’s
Ninth and Plum location.
The Procter & Gamble Co. was ranked one of Fortune magazine’s top 20 “Most
Admired Companies”. Fortune, along with the Hay Group, surveyed more than
3,200 executives, directors, and securities analysts for the ranking.
KeyBank will expand and add jobs in October when it relocates its local
headquarters to 303 Broadway at Queen City Square from 580 Walnut. The
bank will lease 35,000 sf on the top floors of the year-old building and invest
more than $1 million in the move.

First Quarter 2007 Residential Announcements:

=  Miller-Valentine Group commissioned artist Albert Paley to create a giant metal
sculpture for a public concourse connecting Yeatman’s Cove and the Purple
People Bridge. The sculpture will adorn a public walkway at One River Plaza,
Miller-Valentine’s 150-unit luxury riverfront condominium development.

A grand opening was held for the Gateway Quarter, a growing residential
neighborhood in Over-the-Rhine, that to-date includes over 100 condominiums
ranging from $90,000-$300,000 in 15 renovated buildings. Features include tax
abatements, off-street parking, hardwood floors and modern finishes.

The McAlpin celebrated its grand opening in early second quarter. The condos
range from 1,000 to 3,000 sf at prices between $280,000 and $750,000.
Amenities include glass atriums, garage, concierge services and business center.

=  The Lloyd Library and Museum recently completed renovations to their building
at 917 Plum St. The library, founded in the 19" century, is now a research
center for the scientific community.

=  Michael Spalding, co-owner of Vinyl, has leased the 7,300 sf former-Jump
restaurant space with plans to open Mixx Ultra Lounge, an upscale sushi bar
and lounge, near the corner of Twelfth and Main streets.

=  Park + Vine, a retailer of ecologically friendly merchandise, will open in the
Gateway Quarter in Over-the-Rhine in June.

= A new dining concept in the Main Street area, Jardin Wine and Tapas Bar, will
open in the former Neon’s nightclub and feature an outdoor wine garden.

="  Renowned chef Jean-Robert de Cavel will open a café in the Gateway Quarter at
1211 Vine Street. The yet-to-be-named café will initially be open for breakfast
and lunch and is the latest retailer to invest in the neighborhood.

The first quarter of 2007 saw six new retail businesses open in the CBD. These new
establishments include: Sully’s Restaurant & Saloon, Whiskey Dick’s, Magic Nails,
International Barber Stylists, GolfTEC and Walgreen’s.

Thirteen establishments closed during this time period: Guido’s Corner Pub, Sivad’s,
EIm Street Restaurant, Embrace Sweets, Manna Vegetarian Deli, Union Station Video
Café, Easy in Downtown, Tee Shirt World, Ann Taylor, Talbots, Cincy Dollar Stop,
Handy Window Shade and Rogers Jewelers.

Retail Notes:

=  Mahatma relocated from the Carew Tower to 639 Main Street, more than tripling
its square footage. The unique retailer features jewelery and other items from
Indonesia, Thailand, Russia, Poland and the Czech Republic.

=  The full-service non-profit Pharmacy Over-the-Rhine opened in the Crossroad
Heath Center on Liberty St. in February.

=  Coffeehouse Enzo’s Over-the-Rhine opened in March after relocating from
Northern Kentucky. The owners of the 2,100 sf space on Race Street took
advantage of the Over-the-Rhine Chamber of Commerce’s Business First
AdVenture initiative focused on bringing small business to the historic
neighborhood.

"  The Oceanaire Seafood Room signed an 8,500 sf lease in the 580 Building in
March, with an anticipated opening in early 2008.

= City officials announced the launch of Cincy Shop 52, a strategic effort aimed at
growing retail investment in Cincinnati’s 52 neighborhoods, including downtown.
The foundation of this effort is a $115,000 drill-down study that will uncover
overlooked demographic data and buying power.

= Fifth Third Bank announced their first two tenants following their $16.5 million
renovation of their street-level retail spaces abutting Fountain Square. Jones the
Florist will be moving from its Sixth Street location to another site closer to the
square, and the Cadillac Ranch Rock-N-Country Bar & Grill will open in the
former Hallmark space at the corner of Sixth and Walnut streets.

= Comparing January-March 2007 to the same time period in 2006, Part 1 crime
in the CBD/Riverfront is down 8.8 percent. Part 1 crimes are defined as more
serious crimes, but include crimes such as shoplifting and purse snatching in
which no use of force or violence occurs.

= Part 2, or “quality of life,” crime in the CBD/Riverfront is down 19.9 percent
over this same time period. These crimes include aggressive panhandling and
vandalism.
